Attendance
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Meeting Overview
David Clark, State Co-Chair welcomed everyone to the meeting. Robbie Stone, Community Co-Chair read the ground rules. Shane Ratliff, Surveillance Technician and Tim McAdoo, new KHPAC member introduced themselves. Luta Garbat-Welch, Health Policy Specialist introduced Maria Chaparro and Amelia Ugarte, technical assistance providers from the U.S.-Mexico Border Health Association. 
Strengthening Effective Participation in KHPAC
(Technical Assistance from the U.S.-Mexico Border Health Association)
Maria Chaparro and Amelia Ugarte provided an energetic, group oriented technical assistance (TA) which focused on assisting KHPAC members to develop a plan to encourage the Latino community to participate in KHPAC. The TA included a discussion of how KHPAC members perceive members of the Latino community, Mexican hat dancing, a discussion of the Delaware Cuento and the development of an action plan that could be utilized in Kentucky and finally Café KHPAC, a mini focus group discussion regarding increasing Latino participation in HIV/AIDS work in Kentucky.

Year-End Report

Paul Trickel, Policy and Promotion Committee Chair reminded KHPAC of the priorities for the Year-End Report that were outlined at the KHPAC retreat in February. KHPAC agreed that the priorities remain the same. Paul asked KHPAC members to volunteer to research the various items listed. Ann Dills volunteered to research them item “Address the need for appropriate youth (18 and under) education programs”. Robbie Stone and Deborah Wade volunteered to research the item “Support implementations of the CDC’s ‘routine’ physicians testing.” Robbie also volunteered to help anyone interested in researching the item “Develop better community re-entry programs (corrections to community)”. Paul stated that he would contact KHPAC members who were not in attendance to determine if they would be interested in researching any of the remaining items. 

Membership

Monica Smith, Dr. Theresa Mayfield and Kathleen O’ Malley were recommended by the Executive Committee for membership on KHPAC.  These three individual’s additional questions were distributed, and Robbie Stone gave a brief overview of what these individuals would bring to the table.
