2014-2015 School Grants for Healthy Kids
Physical Activity Grants
Physical Activity Grants-- Provides funding for  facilities and equipment for recess, playgrounds/play-spaces, classroom energizers, physical education, intramural and/or before/after-school programs that introduce underserved youth populations to the value of an active lifestyle. 
25 grants will be awarded in Kentucky based on a grant size ranging from $1,000 to $5,000 with most schools receiving $1,000. 
               $1000 = 20/KY
               $2000 = 4/KY
               $5000 = 1/KY
IMPACT: Schools must increase physical activity opportunities to 30 minutes per day at school, and must provide information to students/parents on the importance of physical activity. 
Schools must also join the celebration during Every Kid Healthy Week by hosting a family-friendly health-promoting event during April 2015.  (NOTE: Schools with greater than 50% of students eligible for free/reduced priced meals may receive priority). 
 School Size and Free/Reduced requirements:
        All schools eligible, preference given to greater than 50% free/reduced.
        We want to fund the most schools with the highest amount of student reach
STEPS TO APPLY:

1.Applications must be submitted online.  Online grant portal will be available mid-March, 2014.
2.Schools are encouraged to complete the paper application with their school wellness team.  Once completed, proceed to online grant portal to submit your official application.  NOTE: Paper applications will not be accepted!
3.Districts interested in submitting applications for multiple schools must complete individual applications for each school.
4.Once the paper application is complete, it will take ~30 minutes to submit online. 
5.Timeline: May 2, 2014 - Applications Due (No Deadline Extensions Accepted) May  30, 2014 - Awarded schools notified June 13, 2014 - submission of MOA (including Wellness Survey and 5 person Team) MOAs not received within 3 weeks of award will lose grant Sept 10, 2014 - Webinar for grant funded schools Dec 12, 2014 - Mid Project report due May 29, 2015 - Final Project report due
