The best part of the consultation
· The 3 points that Connecticut narrowed their needs assessment down to:
· Need service

· Need service and Don’t Use

· Don’t need service

· The process was laid out in a clear manner

· Overview of what worked in Connecticut

· Specific examples were provided that can be replicated

What was liked least

· Purpose of planning bodies – not new information, but presenter probably would not have known that

· Not long enough to cover the issue, more time was needed to delve into the process
Actions that will result from the TA provided
Group is more aware of what is needed for care and prevention for the needs assessment. More ideas from people thinking outside of the box.
A better, more in depth, integrated needs assessment for Kentucky.

Greater clarity about the Needs Assessment process for KHPAC.

Better tools and techniques developed for Kentucky’s Needs Assessment.

Future/Additional TA required

· Continued conversations with Bill regarding the Needs Assessment process
· Cultural competency with Hispanic/Latino communities
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
