· Breast Cancer Research and Education Trust Fund

Ms. Taylor explained the Trust Fund and how funds are collected.  She provided current examples of how the funds are used in several communities and statewide. Christina also reviewed the grant application process for FY 2014. See Handout.

· Kentucky Women’s Cancer Screening Program

Ms. Stafford shared current changes with the KWCSP.

· DPH was awarded $2,680,066 in federal funds (National Breast and Cervical Cancer Early Detection Program thru CDC) for FY 2013.  The KWCSP applied for additional money to be used for screening only and received $209,948 for this fiscal year.

· The KWCSP met all 11 core indicators for the April and October, 2012 submission. These indicators are obtained from MDE (info from the ACH-58) data which in turn drives our CDC funding.

· Changes in the state’s funding in preventive block grant reflect expenditures of the required core public health services, of which breast and cervical cancer services are one.  Many LHDs also use local tax dollars for our priority population (Uninsured with no 3rd party pay at or below 250% of the national poverty)
· The KWCSP decided to use money previously allotted to coalitions to go directly to the LHDs.  For every program eligible women screened for cervical cancer the LHD will receive $100.00.  This will be calculated from the Audit reports and that money will then be sent to the appropriate LHD on quarterly basis. Many of the District Cancer Council meetings have been schedule. Contact the Kentucky Cancer Program for the dates and locations for the meetings in your area.
· “Do or Assure”. The Breast and Cervical Cancer Screening program is a core public health service. This is a new process this year and we are monitoring this process very carefully.  The first thing we want to assure is that the population that needs our services is able to get them. We also want to make sure we can capture the data needed to fund our program.  As this process evolves we will address any issues that arise.  Call with questions as well as refer to the Core Public Health Program Definitions which can be found in the 7/2012 Administrative Reference in Volume 1.

· The KWCSP team will be receiving navigation training from the Harold Freeman Institute (a nationally recognized patient navigation training program) in the near future.  One of our goals is to increase initiatives to reduce patients lost to follow-up so we will be providing this information to LHD staff.
