· Dec. 1 Count shows less active IFSP’s than same time last year
· Will have to explain the decrease on next year’s APR
· Believed to be due in part to changes in screening of children
· The FFY 2011 Federal Grant Application must be available on our website no later than Feb. 25th for public review and comment
· First Steps Operations

·  Assessment trainings is moving forward through the UK KEDS contract modification
· New providers can not be a Primary Service Provider until they have completed the assessment trainings
· Statewide compliance has reached 100% on SPP indicators
· Regulations should be finalized in February 2011
· Trainings are being developed around the new regulations now
· Question: How many public comments resulted in regulation changes?
· Most resulted in fine tuning
· LRC comments resulted in most  of the changes
· Extending definitions or creating definitions to clarify
· Question: How come an evaluation con not be done for 7 days after a referral?
· Federal law states you must give reasonable notice of action prior to any action taken
· Same for Part B & Part C
· Must give parents a chance to consider the action prior to having to make a decision
· State Lead Agency has interviewed for TA positions -  these positions will be full-time state positions
· Section Supervisor position is currently vacant
· Working to fill a Federally  Funded Time Limited (FFTL) position for Medicaid and Insurance billing

· Medicaid is under a directive to comply with the National Coding Initiative – One CPT code used by First Steps is affected
· KEDS data entry is up

· Additional TOTS Enhancements funded using ARRA monies will be moving through

· Online Provider directory – to be separate website and will serve as our central directory

· Scheduling tool for SC – will automate IFSP notifications /scheduling to save time

· Parent View – parents will be given secure log-ons, resources available and mechanism to email SLA

· KEDS Evaluation Assignment – PLE assignment will automated

· Fields added to the Demographic page – CAPTA Referrals

· Currently we can “impersonate” POE Manager and SC for any region chosen

· KEIS Budget – included in report
