· FTC Releases Reports on Cigarette and Smokeless Tobacco Advertising and Promotion: The amount spent on cigarette advertising and promotion by the largest cigarette companies in the United States declined from $9.94 billion in 2008 to $8.53 billion in 2009, and again to $8.05 billion in 2010, according to a report released today by the Federal Trade Commission. The Commission has issued the Cigarette Report periodically since 1967, and another one, the Smokeless Tobacco Report, periodically since 1987.

· Many Menthol Smokers Say They Would Quit if Menthols Were No Longer Available: A new study released in the American Journal of Public Health (AJPH) presents the first peer-reviewed data on menthol smokers’ behavioral intention if menthol cigarettes were taken off the market, a decision pending with the U.S. Food and Drug Administration (FDA). The results of the national survey show that nearly 40 percent of menthol smokers say they would quit if menthol cigarettes were no longer available.
