	Based on the dictum language of the holdings in Franklin Circuit Court Civil Action No. 08-CI-00952 and Kentucky Court of Appeals 2009-CA-001175, a CON is not required as this would not constitute the establishment of a home health agency defined by KRS 216B.015(34) or a substantial change in a health service as defined by KRS 216B.015. This opinion is designed only to address this specific situation and is not intended to establish a broader precedent outside of the facts of this precise situation.
