TIMELINESS OF CON PROGRESS REPORTS AND USE OF OHP-FORM 8 (07/2015)

Please submit progress reports timely using OHP – Form 8 (07/2015).  CON holders should adhere to the progress report filing deadline specified in OHP’s letter requesting the progress report.    OHP is no longer mailing the progress report form to the CON holder.  The CON holder should download the recently revised OHP- Form 8 (which can be found on OHP’s CON Website under “Forms and Applications”).   Please note that OHP is unable to accept progress reports which are submitted on an outdated form.  
Please DO NOT staple progress report forms or attachments.  

PROGRESS REPORT FEES FOR CONs +3 YEARS
