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Once installed your private sewage treatment system should provide many years of quality service.

But like your automobile, all sewage systems need care and maintenance.

So, You Want to Build A House?
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All homes need a sewage disposal system.
Contact your City/County to determine if you have access to a sanitary sewage connection (City Sewer).
If you do not have access to sanitary sewer you will be required to install a private sewage system.
Many types of private sewage systems may be available depending upon where you live.  [image: ]

These may include:
· Septic Tanks and Lateral Field
· Gravelless Leaching Systems
· Artificial or Constructed Wetlands
· Sewage Lagoons
· Modified or Experimental Systems
· Aerobic Treatment Systems
· Home Treatment Units

To find out what options may be available for your tract of land, follow the chart:
