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Public Health Meaningful Use Objectives
Submissions in Kentucky
As part of successful completion of Stage One Meaningful Use, providers/hospitals must meet five out of ten menu set objectives - one of which must be a public health measure. Federal law allows states to specify which public health measure is most appropriate for their individual requirements. In Kentucky, providers/hospitals must fulfill the menu objective titled “Immunization Registries Data Submission”; for eligible providers this is labeled Menu Objective #9, for hospitals it is Menu Objective #8.
This objective can only be met by electronic submission of immunization messages to the Kentucky Immunization Registry (KyIR) through the Kentucky Health Information Exchange (KHIE).  Even though providers can access and share immunization data though KyIR’s own web portal, providers/hospitals MUST contact the Kentucky Health Information Exchange (KHIE) to become an exchange participant and connect to KHIE in order to complete the meaningful use requirement at this time. 
Establishing KHIE connectivity for submission of immunization messages to the Kentucky Immunization Registry:

ON-BOARDING PROCESS:

1. Preliminary contact/call
2. Intake Call
3. Signing of KHIE Participation Agreement (no testing can be done without signed PA)
4. Technical Kick-Off Call
Your assigned technical lead will contact your Vendor. In the state of KY, E-mails containing VXU messages are NOT an acceptable test submission to the KYIR. 
5. Testing Process   (GOEHI will provide documentation to provider for use in case of back-end audit).
6. Once the provider is in the onboarding queue with KHIE and it is determined there is a valid exclusion, the provider may go ahead and attest and claim the valid exclusion.
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
