This group has started literature reviews for best practices in training and intervention for all age groups and for service providers.  Members have developed a timeline for completion of recommendations including a survey to be sent out in January to all service providers, including education, residential, vocational rehabilitation, and other service providers.

Services/Transition: Report by Carol Estes

This group will focus on recommended levels for service delivery and transition issues.  Kentucky begins transition planning at age 14, but we may need to start earlier. The first steps are to gather information from secondary education, post-secondary education, vocational rehabilitation, and literature review.

Funding Sources:  Report by Chairperson Rep. Brinkman

This committee discussed current sources of funding available for people with autism.   Rep. Brinkman made contact with Mark Birdwhistell regarding the 1115 waiver and what will be covered for autism services.  Regular insurance coverage was discussed, including how that can be expanded.
