If a provider's initial rating level is higher than STARS level one [922 KAR 2:210, Section 7(1)(b) and (c)], the provider will receive a STARS Achievement Award, to the extent that funds are available, for each level, up to the provider’s rating level.  A provider can not receive an award for a level more than one time.

Quality Incentive Payments for Providers Caring for CCAP Children:

STARS regulations [922 KAR 2:210, Section 7(2)(c)] provide for quality incentive awards, to the extent funds are available, for STARS Level 2 – 4 rated participants who care for children for whom they receive child care subsidy payments through the Child Care Assistance Program (CCAP). 

STARS quality incentives are paid to eligible STARS rated participants annually.  

STARS quality incentive payments are figured based on the number of children the participant was receiving CCAP payments for at the time the STARS rating was approved.  For example, if a STARS Level 2 participant was receiving CCAP payments for one child under age 3, that participant would receive $10 per month or $120 annually for that child as an incentive payment. 

The more CCAP children the participant has enrolled in her program at the time her STAR rating is approved, the higher her annual incentive payment will be.

The following chart is used when calculating the amount of a quality incentive award:
