Through visits to urban and rural social service agencies, hospitals, clinics, schools, and cultural sites, as well as home stays with Mexican host families, participants will experience Mexican culture in its diverse forms. Presentations will enhance the understanding of the Mexican people, of public services (education, medical, social) 
and the causes and impact of migration.

Knowledge of Spanish is not required.  Presentations and excursions will be interpreted as needed.    Efforts 
will be made (but not guaranteed) to place non-Spanish speaking participants in homes with other Spanish-speaking participants or with limited English speaking families.

The Ultimate Home Visit was developed by Cathy Sutphen, Fayette County Public Schools and Dr. Richard Sutphen, University of Kentucky College of Social Work and is administered through LexLinc, Inc.  The Sutphens coordinate the program both in the US and on-site in Mexico with faculty of the Universidad Latina de America.   Previous trips in 2003, 2004, 2005, 2006 and 2009 have included school administrators, teachers, Family Resource and Youth Service Center coordinators, social workers, school and community nurses, attorneys, migrant recruiters/educators, community organizers and others.
