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Cleaning Up Your Vaccines Added But Not Administered Report
AKA “Red Syringe Report”

Why is it important to run this report and clean up the vaccines (“transactions”) listed?
1. The vaccines do not print on a patient’s Official Immunization Record, which could lead to over- immunization.
2. The vaccines do not show on any reports (Dosage, VFC, IZ Rates, etc) because this vaccine transaction is incomplete.

Step 1 – Run the Report:

1. In the “Reports” section of KYIR, under the “Data Quality - User” section, click on the “Vaccines Added but not Administered” report.
2. Select your provider and clinic name in the drop-down menu for “Provider” & “Clinic” fields.
3. Enter   the   date   range   for   the   vaccinations   to   include   on   the   report   for   the “Vaccination Date Range” fields.


Step 2 –  Complete the Transactions (2 methods):

1. If the immunizations have not been administered:
a. Select “Administer Vaccines”.
b. Then select a Refusal Reason. If the vaccines should still be recommended select “Deferred”. However, if refused, please select the specific reason for refusal.
c. Click “Update”. This should eliminate red syringes.
2. If the immunizations have been administered:
a. Select “Administer Vaccines”.
b. Verify that the lot number that was administered is still listed in stock.
c. Select and administer it. Then click “Update”.



NOTE: The primary reason that you will get a Red Syringe is because you did not log your vaccine inventory FIRST, prior to administering vaccines. If this lot number line is blank when you get to this screen, it will cause a Red Syringe.
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
