Dear Child Care Provider:
In accordance with 922 KAR 1:470 and the existing Central Registry Check (DPP 156) form, Child Abuse/Neglect (CA/N) checks will no longer be processed without required accompanying identifying information on the individual.  The instruction on the Central Registry Check requires:

PERSONAL INFORMATION REGARDING THE INDIVIDUAL SUBMITTING TO A CHILD ABUSE OR NEGLECT CHECK (Please print and submit identifying information such as a copy of your driver’s license, social security card, or birth certificate)
Proper, legible identifying information such as a copy of a driver’s license, social security card, or birth certificate must accompany each Child Abuse/Neglect (CA/N) request.  Effective July 1, 2012, proper identifying information must accompany the request or the form will be returned without completion.
