Kentucky Registered Sanitarian Meeting Minutes

July 24-25, 2013

The Kentucky Registered Sanitarian Committee met July 24-25, 2013 at Kenlake State Park.  Matt Rhodes called the meeting to order at 1:00pm CST.   Those in attendance at the meeting were: Matt Rhodes; Vonia Grabeel; Juli Conner; Dan Troutman; and Kathy Fowler, cabinet representative

The committee reviewed the revised meeting minutes from the December 12th, 2012 meeting.   Minor grammatical corrections were made to the previously approved minutes.  The finalized meeting minutes will be posted on the R.S. webpage.  The April 2-3, 2013 meeting minutes were reviewed by the committee.   The committee made minor grammatical corrections.   Juli Conner made a motion to approve the minutes with corrections.  Vonia Grabeel seconded the motion.  The motion passed 4 to 0.

Kathy Fowler informed the committee that the Registered Sanitarian Webpage has been updated to reflect the changes in the Executive Secretary position.   

Kathy Fowler provided the committee with a copy of the Secretary Hayne’s appointment of Matt Rhodes to the Registered Sanitarian Committee for a term ending in July 2015.   Dan Troutman submitted his paperwork for reappointment to the committee. 


At the previous meeting the committee voted to purchase a duplicate R.S. Training Award due to there being multiple winners.    The plaque will be ordered after the wording is verified. 


The committee previously approved a donation to the Kentucky Public Health Association (KPHA) Scholarship fund.     A copy of the paperwork was provided to the committee for their records.    Matt Rhodes provided an update on the KPHA scholarship program.


The committee moved to the discussion of new business. 


The committee reviewed the state budget report.   The committee had several questions regarding the revenues report, specifically some the entry descriptions were unclear.  The committee agreed to table the vote on the budget until they could obtain further clarification from the state budget analyst regarding some of the journal entries. 


The committee reviewed the 2014 R.S. renewal reports which show who from each region still needs to update their registration.    Second notices will likely go out at the end of July. 


The committee reviewed card stock options to determine if a different format would be appropriate for the renewal cards.  The committee agreed that the existing hard plastic card should be maintained because it is durable and more professional than other formats. 

Kathy Fowler shared a request from the Dept. of Revenue asking for a membership listing for registered sanitarians. Apparently, registration records will be used by the Dept. of Revenue in an attempt to withhold registration for those owing state taxes.   The committee questioned how this would be implemented. Kathy agreed to update the committee as additional information is provided. 


The committee reviewed a request by Timothy Green to prorate his contact hours and to go inactive for medical reasons.    Juli Conner made a motion to approve his request.    Dan Troutman seconded the motion.  The vote passed 4 to 0. 


The Committee adjourned the day’s meeting at 5:30 local time. 


The committee received a member’s request for reinstatement.   The member was suspended for failure to pay their renewal dues.  The request sighted medical reasons for the failure.   Matt Rhodes made a motion to reinstate the registration pending the payment of all past due fees, within 30 days, and the stipulation that the applicant would be placed in inactive status pending any rehire.  Dan Troutman seconded the motion.    The motion carried 3 to 0.     Kathy Fowler will notify the applicant by email with the stipulations.   
 

The committee reviewed the process for the suspension and deletion of registrations of applicants which have failed to properly maintain their registration.   The committee agreed to work with the new executive secretary to develop a better method to track these occurrences.  


Matt Rhodes raised an environmental concern regarding permit fees.   He feels that environmental fees should be raised to better support the programs.   This is a concern that the committee felt needed to be carried forward to the DPH leadership.   


The committee discussed possible locations and dates for the next meeting.    The committee agreed to meet in October.  The committee voted on Cumberland Falls as the first choice; the second choice was Lake Cumberland or Dale Hollow. 


Dan Troutman made a motion to adjourn.  Vonia Grabeel seconded the motion.   The motion passed 4 to 0. 
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
