Steven D. Davis is the Inspector General for the Cabinet for Health and Family Services.  Davis is no stranger to the issues he sees daily in the Office of Inspector General.  An attorney by profession, Davis has had significant experience and involvement in healthcare and public service law.
In 1995 he joined the Cabinet for Human Resources’ General Counsel’s Office and handled all of OIG’s federal and state litigation, and provided counsel and drafted legal opinions concerning issues related to Medicaid, Public Health, Aging, and Certificate of Need.  During this time, he also managed OIG’s Lexington Regional Office, at which time he became a certified long term care surveyor.
