Current Child Permanency Status







  Child has achieved permanency? 

  Very Good - Child is in a family setting that the child, the caregivers and the casework team believe is long term; Child is in stable living situation with own parents (not a trial visit) and identified safety risks have been eliminated. 

  Good - Child is in a family setting that the child, caregivers and case workers believe is long term; a plan to ensure safety and stability has been achieved, and the caregiver(s) are committed to the plan; and adoption/reunification issues, if any, are near resolution. 

  Fair - Child is in a setting that the child, caregivers and case workers believe is stable and will last until maturity; a plan is in place to ensure safety and stability, and the caregiver(s) are committed to the plan; and adoption/reunification issues, if any, are being addressed; 

  Uncertain - Child is in a temporary placement, and likelihood of reunification or permanent home is uncertain; adoption/reunification issues are being assessed; and concurrent permanency plan(s), if any, are uncertain or problematic. 

  Poor - Child is living in a setting that is not likely to endure or is moving from home to home due to safety and stability problems; failure to resolve issues, or because the home is unacceptable to the child. Child remains in temporary setting without a realistic or achievable permanency plan; and concurrent permanency plan(s), if any, have stalled or failed. 
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
