Influenza Memo:

The Kentucky Vaccine Program (KVP) sent an influenza memorandum dated March 6, 2009.  This memo      asked that all providers wishing to receive KVP influenza vaccine in the fall of 2009-2010 contact             KVP with your projected need for influenza vaccine doses.  Influenza pre-orders were due March 27, 2009 to KVP.
If you have not sent in your doses administered for the current influenza season, please send them              in today.  When this is received, KVP staff will review usage to compare the number of doses        requested for the 2009-2010 season with the number of doses administered during the 2008-2009      season.  (Local health departments do not need to send in doses administered, KVP receives this             data from the computer system.)

When you receive a vaccine delivery:
KVP vaccine shipments need to be inspected immediately upon delivery. If there is a problem                with the temperature monitors, notify the KVP at 502/564-4478 within 2 hours of delivery.                     The vaccine distributor McKesson does not ship Varicella, this comes directly from Merck.                  Please remember that Hib, influenza, and any vaccines in shortage may be shipped separately                from other orders.  Please continue to contact KVP with questions or concerns regarding your               order or to check that your order is in the system.
GlaxoSmithKline is asking providers to check Rotarix packages when received.  Make sure                 before signing and returning the packing slip to verify each package has 10 vials, diluent              applicators and adaptors when first opening the container.

KVP Order and Eligibility Worksheet:

Providers need to fill in every blank with a number, zero or a dash.  This information helps KVP           program to better distribute vaccines.  Worksheets that are not completed will be held and 
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those orders not filled until KVP can contact providers for a completed worksheet.  Please remember to put doses administered for Haemophilus influenzae type b (HIB) and influenza on this worksheet.
KVP E-mail list:

The Kentucky Vaccine Program strongly advises that your office or clinic be added to the program’s   growing email list.  Many shortages and emergencies develop quickly with vaccines and supply.           KVP now sends memos electronically as well as by postal mail.  Providers on the e-mail list will   
receive both an electronic and paper copy of future memos and updates.  Providers should request              to be added to the e-mail list by sending an e-mail to Laura.Harrod@ky.gov.  

· Remember to include your KVP PIN in your e-mail and in all correspondence with KVP.               E-mail addresses do not have enough information for orders to be checked in the system. 
Update on Vaccine Shortages:

· Hib:  Hib vaccine is still in shortage status.  Orders for Hib vaccine must be submitted              on the temporary Hib order form.  The current version of this form is enclosed.  Orders         not submitted on this form will not be put into the system.
· GlaxoSmithKline Infanrix® (DTaP) or ENGERIX B® (HEP B PF):  Intermittently during  the last few months, vials or syringes were unavailable of these products.  Unless you write “do not substitute” on your order form, KVP will substitute the specific vaccine, as needed.  If you write “do not substitute” on the vaccine line and that particular vaccine is not available, KVP will not send any of that vaccine.  

· Hepatitis B:  KVP has been put on an allocation system.  Please see attached memo.
· Vaccine Supply:  Updates of national supply of all vaccines may be found at:        http://www.cdc.gov/vaccines/vac-gen/shortages/default.htm#chart.

Catch Up Vaccines:
For patients receiving vaccine through KVP, your clinic(s) should be doing catch up and giving        all recommended vaccinations.  Please make sure you are screening all adolescents for Hepatitis A, Varicella, Human Papillomavirus, Meningococcal Conjugate, and Tetanus Diphtheria and Pertussis (Tdap).         Vaccines in shortage should NOT be administered for catch up.
Please refer to the “Catch-up Immunization Schedule for Persons Aged 4 Months Through 18 Years      Who Start Late or Who Are More Than 1 Month Behind – United States 2009.”  This schedule will      assist your clinic in accurately administering catch-up doses while adhering to current recommend-      ations.  This schedule is published by the ACIP and is available online at http://www.cdc.gov/vaccines/recs/schedules/child-schedule.htm#catchup.
