Subcommittee Structure
1.
Identification/Intervention/ASD Registry
A. Focus on ways to train health care providers and educators to identify ASD symptoms in children in order to alert parents and guardians.
B. Create a means of providing current information to health care providers and educators regarding available services to children with ASD including information regarding the providers of such services.
C. Create an ASD Registry to track children and adults with ASD.
D. Consider legislation/regulations to implement the proposals of the subcommittee.
2.
Best Practices/Training of Services Providers
A. Identify organizations that will assemble, formulate, update and disseminate information regarding best practices for treating people with ASD.
B. Consider how to effectively disseminate current information regarding best practices.
C. Consider how to incorporate best practices in the school system and with providers of services to people with ASD.
D. Identify organizations that can provide training on a regular basis to health care providers and educators that incorporates best practices for treating people with ASD.
E. Consider legislation/regulations to implement the proposals of the subcommittee.
3.
Services/Transition
A. Review existing services and service providers in Kentucky to people with ASD.
B. Make recommendations regarding minimum level of services to be made available to people with ASD.
C. Formulate proposals regarding more effective transition from the school system to the workforce/adult day care programs including identifying the necessary stakeholders.

D. Consider legislation/regulations to implement the proposals of the subcommittee.
4.
Funding Sources
A. Identify current funding sources of services to people with ASD.
B. Formulate a Medicaid waiver to expand services to people with ASD.
C. Review current private insurance options including mandates.
D. Consider alternative methods of funding services to people with ASD including means testing.
E. Consider legislation/regulations to implement the proposals of the subcommittee.
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
