KENTUCKY PUBLIC HEALTH PRACTICE REFERENCE

The Kentucky Public Health Practice Reference has been developed to provide the highest quality of care to clients within the Commonwealth of Kentucky. The client may either be an individual or individuals seen within a clinical setting, such as a LHD, or the client may be the community at large. As there are constant changes occurring within public health and the medical world at large, this reference should be viewed as an evolving tool that will be revised to meet upcoming changes.

In December 2006, the Kentucky Department for Public Health was reorganized into seven divisions to increase teamwork and productivity. The seven divisions of the Kentucky Department for Public Health are:

1. Division of Maternal and Child Health – promotes the health of all adults and children, by providing health, medical nutrition services to women, infants, and children in the state, oral health education and services and by providing for the development of medical services. 
2. Division of Epidemiology and Health Planning – supervises disease surveillance, investigation, prevention, health promotion, the control of targeted communicable diseases, and provides data and analytical support for health planning.** Supervises injury prevention research, maintains Vital Statistics, health data and Public Health Preparedness
3. Division of Laboratory Services – provides analytical and quality control services to health departments and reference services to laboratories in the state.** Also conducts metabolic screenings for all newborns in the state.

4. Division of Administrative and Financial Management – provides technical and administrative support to local health departments in the areas of personnel management, support for medical records management and the local health network.; develops and oversees the department budget and LHD’s fiscal planning, and administrative and management practices.** 
5. Division of Public Health Protection and Safety – assures that citizens are protected from unsafe consumer products, unnecessary radiation exposure, unsanitary milk, adulterated and misbranded food, unsanitary public facilities, and malfunctioning sewage system.**

6. Division of Prevention and Quality Improvement – promotes the health of all citizens by developing systems of care and accessing health access for Kentuckians. Provides technical and administrative assistance to local health departments in areas of policy interpretation, health promotion, chronic disease management, quality improvement, training and staff development, and public health nursing information from all programs in the department.

7. Division of Women’s Physical and Mental Health –  promotes the health of women in Kentucky by providing for the development of health services related to family planning needs, abstinence education, breast and cervical cancer screening and treatment, and by addressing other issues related to women’s health.
