Meeting Overview
David Clark, State Co-Chair welcomed everyone to the meeting. Robbie Stone read the KHPAC ground rules. Tim McAdoo, a new KHPAC member introduced himself. Laura Clark, Surveillance Coordinator and Greg Lee, Continuing Education Program Director, new staff members with the HIV/AIDS Branch also introduced themselves.
Senate Bill-201

Sigga Jagne, HIV/AIDS Branch Manager and Gary Fowler gave a report on Senate Bill 201. Senate Bill 201, which came from the Values Coalition, supports testing in the correctional system, however it also requires the reporting of test results to four (4) different entities, in direct violation of reporting statutes currently in place. The Senate received testimony that included incorrect information, specifically regarding the amount of funding available within the State HIV Prevention program. Representative David Watkins has concerns about the Bill, therefore it will be scrutinized on the house floor. Three (3) other states have recently introduced similar legislation.  Sigga and Gary asked KHPAC members to contact their senators, as citizens of the Commonwealth (not as KHPAC members.) Both Gary and Sigga reported that they are not in opposition to the bill, since testing in the correctional system is a public health issue, however the bill needs to be re-worded. The senators need to be examining the following issues related to the bill: mandatory versus voluntary testing, civil liberties, confidentiality, payer source and the liability of the corrections system. Dr. Humbaugh reported that the current position of the Cabinet is “negatively neutral.” This is the mildest negative category in the rankings used to state a position. KHPAC can provide their opinion, and Sigga and Dr. Humbaugh can present this input to the Cabinet, however the Cabinet has the final say in which position category it chooses to maintain. KHPAC briefly discussed writing a position statement in response to the Bill. Since all KHPAC members were comfortable with the position taken by the Cabinet, it was decided that a position statement did not need to be written. However, Dr. Humbaugh will inform the Cabinet and the legislative liaison that KHPAC agrees with the position taken by the Cabinet.
Needs Assessment
Jeff Jones, Needs Assessment Contractor for KHPAC and the HIV/AIDS Branch, was asked several questions of clarifications regarding the needs assessment. Prevention and Care services/activities will be addressed in the survey. A selection of services will be included in the survey, so participants can check which services they have utilized. Each site that receives surveys will have access to the results specific to those attending their site. A comprehensive needs assessment after the current 2 year cycle will be completed every 5 years. Any changes that occur during this time period will be reported during the standard reporting periods for the State programs. KHPAC members who represent prevention and care programs stated that implementing the survey would not be an extra burden on their time at each site. Jeff Jones will ensure that the survey is written at an elementary reading level. 

KHPAC held a discussion about the possibilities of duplication with individuals utilizing several different organizations, particularly in Louisville, as well as the number of surveys that would be needed, and how to reach a representative population from prevention programs. Paul Trickel expressed a desire to include the Holmes Clinic and infectious disease doctors from Northern Kentucky in the survey. It was agreed that the broader population would be too difficult and too cost prohibitive to reach at this point in time, and that this survey could be done in an off year. Luta and David will work on determining how many surveys will need to be distributed. Karin Bosh expressed concern about determining the specific target population, the sample size and whether or not weighting the sample would be required. Karin stated that in order to look at generalizing the survey, valid results will need to be obtained. If the survey is too broad, then the researches will be unable to generalize from the results.


Jeff Jones will provide the survey to KHPAC, and KHPAC members will pilot the survey. Any changes that are needed will be incorporated into the survey. Jeff will provide a detailed description protocol of how each site should administer the survey.
