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Jan. 24-25, 2012

Matt Rhodes called the meeting to order.    Those in attendance were Matt Rhodes, Juli Conner, Dan Troutman, Vonia Grabeel and Kathy Fowler. 

The August 2011 meeting minutes were reviewed for corrections. Minor corrections were made of the amended minutes.     These minutes were previously approved. 

The Committee reviewed the August 2011 meeting minutes.  There were some questions raised regarding the letter to OIG.    The Committee made minor corrections to the minutes. Juli Conner seconded.  All in favor 3, those opposed 0.  Motion carried. 

The Committee reviewed the state pay stub advertisement. The R.S. ad is scheduled to run a second time in March during Environmental Health Professional’s Week. Vonia commented that she had received a couple of calls regarding the advertisement.  

The Committee discussed the R.S. give away items.  The Committee reaffirmed giving them away at future meetings.   The Committee discussed the need for marketing the profession at various venues.  

The Committee reviewed a letter drafted by Matt Rhodes to the Lexington-Fayette County Health Dept. regarding a concern referred to the Committee in 2011.   

Matt introduced that there has been some questions raised regarding term limits for R.S. board members.   The group agreed to discuss it further under new business. 

The Committee moved onto new business.

The Committee discussed the grading of exams by EKU.   Matt Rhodes noted that he had talked with Worley Johnson and that the issue has been resolved.

Vonia proposed sending out a copy of the Environmental Health Professional’s proclamation.  The Committee discussed the possibility of sending out a packet to LHDs to encourage them to promote the profession.   Matt mentioned the possibility of sponsoring a video contest among LHDs.   The Committee discussed some type of award for the winning department.  Dan made a motion for the Committee to move forward with a marketing promotion to discover the best marketing practices for Environmental Health Professionals and  LHDs to promote EH week.   Vonia seconded the motion.   All in favor 3, those opposed 0.   The motion carried.  

The Committee selected the 2012 exam dates. 

 Vonia brought it to the Committee that she had been approached about alternative opportunities for R.S.  credit hours.

Vonia made a motion to adjourn for the day.  Dan seconded the motion.  The motion carried. The committee adjourned for the afternoon at 5:15.

The meeting was called to order 1/25/12 at 8:30. 

Nicole Broyles state budget analyst went over the R.S. budget.  She reviewed the e-pay system.   The R.S. funding stream has been pulled out and put into a separate account.  The Committee reviewed the expenditures for the past month.  They asked Nicole to check on two of the entries.  Dan motioned to approve the budget with the inquiries.  Vonia seconded the motion.   All in favor 4, those opposed 0.  The motion passed. 

There was some discussion regarding the denial of hours for a submitted request.  The credentialing body, EKU, denied the request initially.  After review the Committee agreed to go send it back to EKU with the supervisor’s description of the course. 

Vonia presented a request from Dr. Poe regarding mandatory rabies training.  Dr. Poe has been added to the Core Training schedule. 

The Committee reviewed the R.S. Training Award nominations.  There were many strong nominations.   Juli made a motion to accept the chosen nominee.  Vonia made a second.  All in favor 3, those opposed 0.  1 abstained, the motion carried.   

The Committee received an honorarium request from KAMFES for speakers.    Matt made a motion to approve the request.  Juli seconded the motion.  All in favor 4, those opposed 0.   The motion carried. 

The Committee discussed Joy’s participation in a college job fair to talk about the profession.  She has been asked to participate in a high school presentation to several area high schools.  Joy had asked the committee about possibly having business cards printed up with the R.S. contact information.   Matt suggested that someone work up a design for the Committee to review before printing them up. 

The Committee reviewed the testing statistics and the questions most frequently missed.  The Committee will follow-up to verify a few of the questions. 

Christopher Washington and Caleb Pass have both passed the R.S. exam.   Vonia made a motion to accept the new applicants.  Juli seconded the motion.    All in favor 4, all opposed 0.   The motion passed. 

The Committee reviewed two requests for reinstatement.  The Committee decided to table the request from Pam Kuist until they had more information.  James Moore was also reviewed.   Matt made a motion to reinstate Mr. Moore.  Vonia seconded the motion.  All in favor 4, those opposed 0.   The motion passed.   Mr. Moore was reinstated. 

The Committee discussed the location of the next meeting.  The Committee recommended April 24th and 25th for the next meeting.  Pine Mountain was the first choice.  Cumberland Falls is the second choice. Dan made a motion to adjourn.  Vonia seconded the motion.  The motion carried.                 
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
