Join expert faculty from the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention and the Kentucky Division of Laboratory Services for this 
one-day, intermediate-level, hands-on workshop which will provide an overview of the sentinel clinical laboratory’s role in the 
presumptive identification of primary agents of bioterrorism. Participants will learn about the Laboratory Response Network and 
sentinel laboratory protocols for ruling out suspect agents. Laboratory demonstrations will outline the microbiology of these agents 
so that participants can recognize the culture, staining and biochemical characteristics. The safety implications of handling suspect 
organisms in clinical isolates and culture and suspect toxins will also be emphasized.
