Professional Development

A statewide seamless system of professional development has been created to enhance the quality of child care services throughout Kentucky.  Three credential programs have been established for early childhood professionals.  The credential programs include the following:

The Commonwealth Child Care Credential is awarded as an initial credential to providers who successfully complete 60 hours of training. (587 were awarded in state fiscal year 2004).

The Kentucky Early Childhood Trainer's Credential established a central registry system and gives a credential with a ranking that indicates the trainer's level of competency. (504 were awarded in state fiscal year 2004). 

The Director's Credential is offered through the contractual support of accredited institutions of higher education throughout Kentucky. After the successful completion of twelve (12) college credit hours of instruction, students are recommended for the Director's Credential. (94 were awarded in state fiscal year 2004).
