Meeting Overview
The meeting began with a moment of silence for Ms. Ellie Greer who recently passed away. Stephen Ulrich (State Co-Chair) introduced Merinda Brown who is the new Kentucky Health Insurance Continuation Program Administrator, and Dr. Kraig Humbaugh who is the Epidemiology and Health Planning Division Director. (The HIV/AIDS Branch is located with the Epidemiology and Health Planning Division.) Dr. Humbaugh attends KHPAC meetings as a representative for Dr. Hacker.  Robbie Stone (Community Co-Chair) read the KHPAC ground rules. Sigga Jagne (HIV/AIDS Branch Manager) reiterated the differences in the roles and responsibilities of KHPAC, the Health Department and CDC. 
Robbie Stone, Nick Sauer, Charlie Kessinger, and Bobby Edelen each reported on key ideas they learned from participating in the 2006 HIV/AIDS State Conference. Robbie reported on the need to seek alternative sources of funding for HIV/AIDS programs and organizations, since grant funding now only provides approximately 10% of the costs. Nick Sauer commented on the positive outlook of Rev. Sander’s presentation, reminding us that we can’t do this work (HIV) if we are all packing our own personal baggage. Nick reported that the workshop on the advertising campaign conducted in Northern Kentucky was very challenging and complicated, making such a statewide process seem overwhelming. Nick also attended a session addressing transgender issues, and believes that KHPAC needs to stay up front with transgender issues. Bobby Edelen commented on the lack of representation by consumers at the conference. Bobby thinks that the workshops should be taken out into the communities in order to inform, educate and empower. Bobby suggested soliciting organizations to sponsor a consumer to attend each conference. Charlie Kessinger reported on the need to help individuals living with HIV to get to the point where they want to make lifestyle changes. Charlie believes mental health should be brought into the community and that HIV positive individuals need to be responsible for the HIV positive community. 

After the conference updates, KHPAC split into groups to continue working on the Prioritization of Interventions process for the Prevention Plan. Tom Collins (MSM Initiatives Coordinator) distributed a tool to help each group prioritize the various interventions being conducted in Kentucky. After each group had prioritized the interventions (within each target population), KHPAC was brought back together to work on the prioritization as a whole.  Tom used newsprint to document how each group had prioritized the interventions. Krista Wood commented that it was clear from the group prioritizations that there was a difference between rural and urban areas. Stephen Ulrich agreed to talk with Stan Phillips (CDC Project Officer) to determine if there would be anyway to prioritize interventions by region in order to deal with the differences in need. One example is the difference in where a captive audience is located. In North Central, Barry Norris commented that the captive audience is found in the bars. Krista Wood commented that the captive audience in the Western region is the clinics.  A voting process was used for each step of the prioritization – KHPAC members suggested interventions to be prioritized and then voted on which intervention was prioritized next. Tom Collins clarified that KHPAC was voting on what interventions were considered to be the top priority. After the 4th intervention was suggested, Bobby Edelen commented that MSM is the highest target population but an intervention specifically targeting MSMs, had not yet been chosen. Bobby suggested that a MSM focused Diffusion of Effective Behavioral Intervention (DEBI) be considered. The listing of each prioritization for each region and the combined prioritization is listed under ‘Meeting Accomplishments.’ After the prioritization was finished, Robbie Stone and Gary Fowler agreed to write the intervention section of the Plan. 
After the break, KHPAC agreed to return to the Year-End report updates at the end of the meeting.  Tom Collins addressed the parking lot issue “Why faith based initiatives are not funded by the State.” The basic reason is due to the separation of church and state.  Tom explained that only organizations with a 501 ( c ) 3 status can be funded. Tom reiterated that activities conducted during such events as the Black Church Week of Prayer can be funded as long as the money is not going to a specific church. The Prevention grant has a line item for capacity building funds, the state sends out announcements regarding the availability of funding and organizations can submit proposal for activities (such as testing, health fairs etc.) that may be conducted during the Black Church Week of Prayer. 
Robbie Stone provided an update on the membership of KHPAC. Dr. Krigger is no longer employed with WINGS and has chosen to resign from KHPAC. Dr. Krigger is considering re-applying once her schedule has settled down. Bill Chandler has resigned due to work constraints. The Executive Committee recommends that Shirley Dawson be removed from KHPAC due to her absences. All KHPAC members were in favor of these individual’s removal. Luta Garbat-Welch encouraged KHPAC members to distribute applications as there are several membership vacancies on KHPAC. Luta will send out a list of vacancies (by representation) so that KHPAC members can distribute applications to individuals who are eligible. 
Finally, 3 KHPAC members were selected to attend the 2006 United States Conference on AIDS (USCA).

Year-End Report Updates
Media campaign

Krista Wood reported that it will cost $25,000 per year for 4 commercials to be shown on every public access station.  Krista commented that KHPAC will need to reach consensus on what to include in the messages – a committee will need to be formed to work on the content. Krista says this is the best bet in terms of money. She needs a list of public access stations around the state. Gary Fowler reported that he can provide Krista with all the necessary information. 

Gary Robertson reported that he made contact with a woman in Lexington, Hope, who would be able to provide billboard advertisements in inner cities in Kentucky. Gary distributed examples of possible billboards as well as a lay out of the costs of the billboards. Hope’s company (Lamar) will be able to produce as many posters as needed. The billboards can be changed every 2 months for 6 months at no extra charge. An evaluation of the efforts can be conducted after 6 months.

Paul Trickel will be helping Gary Robertson in writing letters to various organizations around the state regarding the media campaign.

Ann Dills reported that some hotels allow commercials on the hotel channels for free. Krista Wood asked that KHPAC members look into using different hotels in their regions, so that commercials can be displayed in these hotels during community mobilization events.  Paul Trickel commented that the next task will be for KHPAC to prioritize the messages to be used in such commercials. 
Charlie Kessinger commented that there are billboards up in Jefferson County in prominent places – he will find out who’s paying for them. There is also a gay program on public TV in Jefferson County that he will contact. Deborah Wade reported that the local health department is getting ready to do a media campaign focusing on African American adolescents. Krista Wood commented that KHPAC needs to find organizations that will be willing to match funds, because costs will only increase. 

HIV/AIDS Care reporting regulations
Paul Trickel reported on the HIV/AIDS Case reporting regulations. Paul discovered that it is the legislation (KRS 214.645) that states “physicians and medical labs” not the regulation (902 KAR 2:020). Paul has contacted Charlie Kendell to find out what would be the most effective way to address this issue. Dr. Humbaugh reported that this is an unfortunate gap, because it is much harder to change the legislation than it is to change regulations. Nikki White commented that legislation and regulations do not have to be identical. If the regulations could be broadened to state “all healthcare providers and facilities” this would give the regulations longevity and specificity. Nikki thinks that a legislative re-vamp should be avoided because you could end up with something worse.

Guardianship of Minor Children

Nikki White handed out a report regarding the update on this bill. Paul Trickel commented that this report will help in making decisions regarding the next steps to take.

Harm reduction

Paul Trickel reported that he had a conversation with the Executive Director at Transitions Inc., who has tentatively agreed to provide a letter of support for the harm reduction section of the Year-End Report. A second organization – PAR – is also considering providing a letter of support and will be trying to obtain additional letters of supports from individuals. Paul encouraged KHPAC members to gather support from other organizations for this recommendation. Paul will send out a form letter for KHPAC members to provide to organizations with whom they meet. 

Gary Robertson suggested that KHPAC members attend other organizations meetings so that other organizations are aware of the recommendations and activities of KHPAC. To which Gary Fowler reported that the next KHAAG meeting is July 10 – 11. KHAAG will be focused on strategic planning for 2007.  Charlie Kessinger reported that COPES, Inc. in Louisville is another prevention organization that could be tapped into. 

Commissioner and Secretary’s Response

Dr. Humbaugh distributed two letters, one from the Commissioner of Public Health and one from the Secretary responding to the recommendations of the 2005 Year-End Report.
