· A checkbox has been added to the Food Package Status panel to identify whether a food package is the default for a particular status.
Enhancements/Improvements 
· Modifications have been made to ensure that the Household application does not hit the database directly, to avoid database issues.
· Modifications have been made to not allow a household member with an active certification to be deleted from a household. 
· Modifications have been made to catch errors when attempting to setup an EBT account at the time the account is created, instead of when issuance is attempted.
Bug Fixes
