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Thomas G. Floyd biographical information



Thomas G. “Tommy” Floyd became superintendent of Madison County Schools on March 13, 2008, after serving the district as Interim Superintendent and Chief Academic Officer. His focus as CAO was placed primarily on student achievement, a goal that led him to take steps toward improving test scores and daily productivity for the more than 10,000 students in Madison County Schools.

Since taking over as superintendent, Floyd initiated an early childhood literacy program called Literacy Education and Awareness Program – or LEAP. The program shifts the district’s focus to working with children before they enter preschool or kindergarten and begins to ready them for that first day. He has also been instrumental in the implementation of the Dual Credit Program, which is a partnership with Eastern Kentucky University that allows high school juniors and seniors to earn college and high school credit for college-level courses. Most recently, in collaboration with Pattie A. Clay Regional Medical Center two school-based health clinics, LearnWell Clinics opened in both Madison County high schools this year. The clinics are open to all Madison County students every school day and provide valuable healthcare services to those who are in need.

Floyd’s education career spans 22 years and includes stints in Wayne County Schools, Somerset Independent Schools, Montgomery County Schools, Madison County Schools and the Kentucky Department of Education. As a teacher, Floyd spent time in Wayne County, Somerset and Montgomery County. Floyd was an assistant principal in Montgomery County and then a principal in Somerset Independent District. His work with KDE included a year with the Highly Skilled Educators Program working in KDE’s Refocusing Secondary initiative.

As a result of the roles Floyd has played in the field of education, he has been recognized state-wide for his accomplishments. He was selected Kentucky High School Principal of the Year in 2004 by the Kentucky Association of Secondary School Principals. Also in 2004, Floyd was selected Kentucky Association of School Administrators Administrator of the Year. In 2009, Floyd was selected by the Kentucky School Boards Association as a Kids First Advocacy Award winner.

Floyd is currently a National Archery in Schools Program (NASP) board member and Kentucky NASP Foundation executive director. He also serves on the Kentucky School Boards Association Policy Development Committee and is a member of the Scholastic Administrator Magazine Advisory Council. Floyd serves on the Governor’s Early Childhood Task Force and was recently named a trustee on the United Way of the Bluegrass Madison County Board of Trustees.

He is married to Cecilia Floyd, a teacher in the Rockcastle County School District. They have two children – Morgan, is a freshman at Georgetown College and Jonathan is a sophomore at Madison Central High School.
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
