FY 2011 Research and Education Grant Program Application
The mission of the Breast Cancer Research and Education Trust Fund is to enhance efforts to reduce breast cancer incidence and mortality. These efforts target the program needs and challenges specific to population groups and geographic regions.
 

Eligible grant applicants include non-profit entities, educational institutions and government agencies in the Commonwealth of Kentucky. Each applicant must offer a program or service that seeks to address the needs of the Commonwealth

The following program/service criteria will be taken into consideration:
· Must be relevant to the mission of the Breast Cancer Research and Education Trust Fund;        

· Must offer a program or service in the areas of research, education, awareness, screening and treatment;    

· Must be applicable to the medically underserved population;

· Must propose to address the following areas that the Board has identified (Research, Education, Awareness, Screening and/or Treatment)
· First priority will be given to the applicants who propose to serve the medically underserved populations, including, but not limited to, disparate populations and women who are never or rarely screened for breast cancer; and
· Will enhance, but not duplicate, a program or service currently provided in same geographic area.

 
To apply for funding:
 

Download and complete the Breast Cancer Research and Education Trust Fund Grant Cover Page Include the following information along with grant cover sheet:
 

Project Description 
1. State the need of the program or service. 
2. List the goals and objectives including how many people you expect to serve and in what geographic area. 
3. List the outcomes directly related to the changes or impact of the program or service. 
4. Provide an implementation plan describing how you will meet your objectives. 
5. Provide a timeline including a start and end date for the program or service. 
6. Include your evaluation plan and describe how you will measure the success of the program or service. 
7. Describe methodology for providing semi-annual and year-end reports indicating progress of objectives and breakdown of budget activity. 

Financial Information 
1. Detailed budget of requested funds not exceeding $20,000
2. Other funding sources for this program or service including in-kind participation 

3. Grantees are required to include the following statement on all promotional materials: Printed with Breast Cancer Research and Education Trust Funds.
Financial Reimbursement Process

1. Invoice on activity performed by grantee shall be submitted to the Division of Women’s Health office.

2. Invoice is reviewed by the Division of Women’s Health for appropriate spending in accordance with the budget submitted.

3. Once invoice is approved, a check will be administered to the grantee.
Applications, including budget, not to exceed 10 pages.

Successful applicants will be notified and grant agreements will be distributed for signature. Completed agreements must be returned (postmarked) within two weeks of original distribution. Incomplete applications will not be considered and will be returned.
 
The board reserves the right to require the return of grant funds for non-compliance with mid- and year-end deliverables. Any discrepancy will require a 30-day corrective action plan to be submitted to the board.
Grants are contingent upon the recipient’s appropriate Institutional Review Board (IRB) approval.
