· More Personnel Changes at FDA: The head of FDA’s Tobacco Center will be departing — a loss for the agency. He established himself as a fair minded, professional hand at the helm of the new center. He stood up the new program in a timely fashion and stuck closely to the spirit of the legislation that established FDA’s oversight of Tobacco; eschewing — along the way — activist outside pressures that wanted him to use the regulatory tools in a punitive fashion. He favored a science guided approach that respected the statute.

· Smoking Cessation in Old Age: Less Heart Attacks and Strokes Within Five Years: Professor Hermann Brenner and colleagues analyzed the data of 8.807 individuals aged between 50 and 74 years using data of Saarland citizens. "We were able to show that the risk of smokers for cardiovascular diseases is more than twice that of non-smokers. However, former smokers are affected at almost the same low rate as people of the same age who never smoked," says Brenner. "Moreover, smokers are affected at a significantly younger age than individuals who have never smoked or have stopped smoking."

· Youth Smoking, Obesity May Lead to Early Death: Young adults and teens who smoke, are obese and have high blood sugar levels may be more likely to die before they reach their 55th birthday, new government research suggests. The findings are concerning when viewed in context of the rising rates of childhood obesity in the United States. Childhood obesity has more than doubled in children and tripled in adolescents in the past 30 years, according to the U.S. Centers of Disease Control and Prevention. As a result, diseases and conditions previously only seen in adults are increasingly being diagnosed in children. These include high blood pressure, high cholesterol and type 2 diabetes.

· No More Smoking on Campus?:  College students across the country are being forced to leave campus to light up a cigarette. Colleges and universities across the country are banning smoking in public areas within their borders, and some are taking it a step further by prohibiting smoking anywhere on campus. So far, more than 1,000 colleges have imposed smoke-free policies. Even in tobacco-heavy Kentucky, where the adult smoking prevalence is 29%, nine colleges are tobacco free.

· Building upon the success of the national dissemination project, the AAFP is bringing the Office Champions model to practices in underserved communities, which typically have higher tobacco use rates. 

The AAFP is now recruiting 20 Federally Qualified Health Centers for the Office Champions Tobacco Cessation FQHC Project. This project will provide practical strategies through an online training module, live teleconferences and assorted materials for making system changes in medical practices to improve tobacco cessation activities

Each participating practice will designate an office champion to lead the project, as well as a physician champion who will ensure that the office champion receives the support he or she needs. The Office Champions will be required to submit an implementation plan to the AAFP and track and report results.

Practices that complete the program will receive $2,000 financial assistance for administrative costs, plus materials for patients and recognition for practices.
