 DCOE
Diabetes Centers of Excellence.  Six sites were chosen in the state to implement this porgram with the assistance of a grant from the Kentucky General Assembly to focus on non-pregnant diabetes patients ages 18 and over with Medicaid/Passport coverage. This program includes these four components:
· Outreach- Contacting Medicaid recipients and providers for program participation.

· Care Coordination and Tracking- Development/tracking  plan of care for individual based on initial assessment needs and making referrals as needed. 

· Patient Education- Includes group Diabetes Self Management Training using curriculum consistent with the ADA standards as well as individual and group nutrition, tobacco cessation and support groups.

· Communication with the Primary Care Provider- Coordination of care with the patient’s medical home and suggestions for a medical home if the need identified with initial assessment.

DPH

DSME/T
Diabetes Self-Management Education/Training.  Normally associated with series of Diabetes Classes - comprehensive diabetes self-management training (i.e. a series of group classes, at least 8 hours in length that includes the minimum topics outlined by the American Diabetes Association utilizing the KDPCP or other established curriculum). Other examples might include weight loss classes, cooking/nutrition classes, topical diabetes education classes, support groups, and expositions or similar events.  Staff providing these services would need to have special training on these topics.  It is proposed at the state level that staff providing comprehensive diabetes self-management training would need to be licensed professionals with specialized training.

NDEP
National Diabetes Education Program.  National Diabetes Education Program is a federally-funded program sponsored by the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services’ National Institutes of Health and the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention and includes over 200 partners at the federal, state and local levels, working together to improve the treatment and outcomes for people with diabetes, promote early diagnosis, and prevent or delay the onset of type 2 diabetes.
