CLARIFICATION REGARDING PROPOSALS TO SERVE ONE (1) PERSON 

KRS 216B.015(14) defines "health services" as “clinically related services provided within the Commonwealth to two (2) or more persons, including but not limited to diagnostic, treatment, or rehabilitative services, and includes alcohol, drug abuse, and mental health services”.

CON review or the filing of a notice to alleviate an emergency circumstance pursuant to 900 KAR 6:080 is not required unless the proposal involves the addition of a “health service” for which there are review criteria and standards in the state health plan or the  addition of a “health service” subject to licensure. 

Therefore, a home health agency, PDNA, etc. proposing to serve no more than one (1) patient in a county not currently listed on their license will not be required to file a notice to alleviate an emergency circumstance or to file a CON application.

RESIDENTIAL CRISIS STABILIZATION UNITS 

Entities applying for licensure as a Residential Crisis Stabilization Unit pursuant to 902 KAR 20:440E must first obtain Certificate of Need (CON) approval under the nonsubstantive review process.  The Office of Health Policy has determined that the most appropriate batching cycle for Residential Crisis Stabilization Units will be Batching Cycle E.  
In order to make the next Batching Cycle E, an applicant must submit a letter of intent  to the Office of Health Policy by September 1, 2014, followed by submission of a certificate of need application by October 1, 2014.  Applicants that fail to meet the September 1, 2014 deadline for submission of a letter of intent will experience a delay in their ability to seek CON approval and apply for licensure. 

OHP TO DISCONTINUE MAILING NOTICES FOR FORMAL REVIEW APPLICATIONS AND NONSUB APPLICATIONS UNDER 900 KAR 6:075 PURSUANT TO KRS 216B.095(3)(f)

Effective  July 1, 2014, the Office of Health Policy (OHP) will no longer mail notices to affected persons that review has begun for formal review applications or nonsubstantive  applications under 900 KAR 6:075 pursuant to KRS 216B.095(3)(f).  902 KAR 6:065, the Certificate of Need application process regulation, requires the Cabinet to give public notice in the next appropriate certificate of need newsletter (available on the CON website)  that the review of formal review applications and applications granted nonsubstantive review status under 900 KAR 6:075 pursuant to KRS 216B.095(3)f has begun.
