ACUTE CARE HOSPITAL REVIEW CRITERIA

The Cabinet is considering a revision to the Acute Care Hospital Review Criteria contained in the 2007–2009 State Health Plan in order to improve access to acute care hospitals and acute care hospital services.  Any modification would likely consider hospital need, bed need, regional population trends, patient origin, and recognition of medically underserved areas, as well as morbidity and mortality rates.
