Education and Workforce Development Branch

Overview:  The Education and Workforce Development Branch (EWDB) systematically documents workforce development, compliance training and supports accreditation efforts utilizing cost effective web-based technology.  EWDB plays a vital role in providing effective and efficient training to KDPH, LHDs, Public Health Preparedness and other public health system partners.  The documentation tool that is utilized is Kentucky TRAIN.  Information on how to use this resource is always located on the Homepage.   

The EWDB offers a variety of distance learning services to help you meet your individual or programs training needs:

Videoconference 

This service allows for two way audio video communications to multiple sites. The Department has the ability to connect to over 163 sites.  We also have the capability to connect to other organizations that have videoconferencing abilities.  

 

This application allows you to host a meeting or training where two way voice communications is required from all participants.  This also allows others that are not centrally located to access your meeting without having to leave their work location. 

Archived Webcast

This service allows for a meeting or training to be videotaped and made available for others to review at a later date by accessing it through the internet, therefore making this training available 24/7. 

 

This application could be used if you were hosting a meeting or training where not all the audience was able to attend or you wanted to make this information available to new employees. 

 

On-Line Training Module

This service allows for existing Face-to-Face training to be available as an on-line training course. The course is interactive using established adult learning principle to assure a maximum learning experience.  The on-line module is self-paced and can include Pre-test/Post-test to determine the level of understanding before and after the course is completed.  Since online modules are web based, the training is available 24/7.

 

With this application, course providers could have a training course that allows the learner to be interactive with the training material; self-paced with immediate feedback on progress; through an exam to determine if the learner met the learning objectives.

 

Continuing Education Approval

The Education and Workforce Development Branch provides continuing education training units to ensure the quality of programming and help our workforce maintain professional licenses and credentialing.

The continuing education program coordinates obtaining CE credit through the Kentucky Board of Nursing - Nurse Education Providership. The administration of the Kentucky Board of Nursing - Nurse Education Providership provides Nursing CEU contact hours for face-to-face, video conference, webcasts and online module training. 
Additionally, the Continuing Education Unit administers the Commission on Dietitian Registration Providership approval of continuing professional education credits for face-to-face and videoconference training.
