HEALTH HISTORY AND PHYSICAL EXAMINATION FORM (CH-13) AND INTERVAL HEALTH HISTORY AND PHYSICAL EXAMINATION FORM (CH-14)
Purpose

· To provide a thorough and up-to-date patient medical history and physical examination form to meet program and provider requirements, as well as the needs of the client.
Initiation and Maintenance

· CH-13 – to be initiated for preventive visits such as adult preventive, cancer screening, family planning, well child/EPSDT, STD checks, etc. and at provider’s discretion for the completion of a visit.  A new CH-13 must be completed every 3 years or upon any significant changes in the patient’s medical history, such as pregnancy or childbirth.  
· CH-14 – to be used as an interval history and physical examination form for subsequent visits that do not warrant an entire updated CH-13.

Instructions for Completion
· Use C or D label with the patient’s name, patient ID number and HID/LOC Site. 

If a label is not accessible, enter the patient’s name, ID number, and the HID/LOC/SITE of site.

· The CH-13 and CH-14 forms are not designed for clients to complete; a provider must interview and complete all applicable health history questions.  A provider must sign and date upon completion of the interview and upon completion of the physical exam.

· Important - All areas of the form must be completed; the providers must use professional judgment and program requirements to determine what medical information to gather from the client.  N/A or Ø may be used to designate if the history or physical item is not applicable for the visit.
· CH-13 only – complete the “FEMALES ONLY” box and/or the “AGES 0–10 ONLY” box as appropriate.
