The Committee welcomed the newly elected committee member.  The committee discussed several aspects of operations and procedures for the newly elected Committee Member.  Ms. Grabeel was provided with the R.S. operations/procedures binder. 

The Committee discussed the completed strategic plan.  Guy asked that we add the names of the Committee members to the document, to show who was on the Committee during the development.
