If you will be participating in a CON hearing, you must provide a list of persons expected to attend the hearing to Koryn Troxell, Administrative Hearings Branch, no later than 2 days prior to the scheduled hearing date.  Lists must include attorneys, witnesses, and any other personnel (assistants, observers, etc) planning to attend.
