CERTIFICATE OF NEED EXPENDITURE MINIMUMS
900 KAR 6:030, Certificate of Need Expenditure Minimums was filed with the Legislative Research Commission on April 12, 2011.  A copy of the regulation may be viewed on our website www.chfs.ky.gov/ohp/con.
