Kentucky Registered Sanitarian Examining Committee Meeting Minutes
November 14-15, 2013

The Kentucky Registered Sanitarian Examining Committee met on November 14-15, 2013 at Cumberland Falls State Park. 


Matt Rhodes called the meeting to order.


Those in attendance for the meeting were: Vonia Grabeel, Matt Rhodes, Dan Troutman, Juli Conner, and Kathy Fowler. 
 

The committee reviewed the minutes from the July 24-25, 2013 meeting.    Minor corrections were made to the minutes.    Dan Troutman made a motion to accept the minutes with corrections.  Vonia Grabeel seconded the motion.   The motion passed 3 to 0.  The committee reviewed the corrected April 2-3, 2013 meeting minutes for final approval and posting on the webpage.  

The committee discussed the record retention schedule for the R.S. program.    The committee agreed to maintain all active, inactive, suspended, and deleted files from this point going forward.   The file shall contain all official correspondence; the application for registration; the official transcript; all test sheets; and other pertinent correspondence.    Files shall be segregated by active status (active or inactive).  The committee discussed how long meeting minutes should be kept.  The committee agreed that the minutes should be kept for an extended period of time for historical reference.   Kathy agreed to check with Library and Archives to determine if there is a recommended retention period for meeting minutes. 


Vonia discussed the contact hour approval guidance provided by Eastern Kentucky University.  Contact hours are awarded on an hour-for-hour basis.  Planned break periods, lunches, and other lapses in instruction are not given contact credit.   


The meeting was adjourned until the 15th.
