The purpose of the grant funding will be to increase the number of patients who stop smoking by
improving the frequency and effectiveness of smoking cessation intervention, including
treatment, counseling and support, by healthcare providers.

Cigarette smoking is the leading cause of preventable death in the United States, accounting for
approximately 1 of every 5 deaths in the United States each year. It is estimated that 19.3% of all
adults (aged 18 years or older) in the United States smoke cigarettes. 1. Tobacco use may lead to
nicotine dependence and serious health problems. Smoking cessation can significantly reduce the
risk of suffering from smoking-related illnesses. Effective treatments and helpful resources exist
for tobacco dependence which often requires repeated interventions 2.

A joint Request for Proposals (RFP) will be issued in early July to hospitals, healthcare systems,
medical societies and associations, who will be able to apply for grant support for their
programs. The SCLC is taking the lead on the grant review and decision making process,
ultimately deciding which grant applications will receive funding, and Pfizer will provide grants
to the successful applicants.

The SCLC was founded in 2003 with the aim of increasing smoking cessation rates and
increasing the number of health professionals who help smokers quit. It is led by Steven A.
Schroeder, MD, Distinguished Professor of Health and Health Care at UCSF and funded by the
Robert Wood Johnson Foundation and the American Legacy Foundation. For this initiative, the
SCLC is volunteering its assistance and is not receiving any financial remuneration from Pfizer.
To assure its independence, the SCLC has a policy of not accepting any funding from the
pharmaceutical industry.

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For those that are having issues entering FY12-13 plans, please review the following steps:



1. Under the “Contract Management” menu, select the “Contracts” option.

1. Under the Contractor drop-down menu, select your health department

1. Choose FY12-13 as the Contract Year, then click find.

1. Once the search finds your health department, click on FY12-13

1. This action will take you to a screen that shows “The Basics” of your contract

1. Click Goals located in the left-hand menu box

1. For each contract (Local Grant, MSA) you will need to allocated a percentage of funds to goals C1-C5

1. Click save once your allocation totals 100% and you will now be able to enter a FY12-13 work plan.
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
