· For the first time, through authorities established by Congress, FDA is requiring manufacturers of regulated tobacco products to submit scientific information for FDA review prior to marketing a new product or making changes to existing products. This information will allow FDA to make science-based regulatory decisions to protect the public health.

The new Tobacco Product Review and Evaluation section of the website centralizes previously released information on how to legally market new tobacco products. It provides the criteria for review and evaluation of new tobacco products, before they are marketed, to determine their impact on public health. It also streamlines information and resources, providing more accessible web content.
