· Tobacco makers appeal over ‘truth’ statement requirements: The nation’s largest tobacco manufacturers appealed Friday the list of corrective statements that a U.S. District Court judge has ordered placed in their marketing, potentially as soon as March 1. Judge Gladys Kessler ordered Nov. 27 that the marketing feature the overarching statement: “A federal court has ruled that the defendant tobacco companies deliberately deceived the American public about the health effects of smoking, and has ordered those companies to make this statement.”

Health insurers will be allowed to charge smokers penalties that overweight Americans or those with other health conditions would not be subjected to.
