· Enhancement- Insurance Billing has been modified to only send the Clinical Laboratory Improvement Amendments (CLIA) segment if the CLIA number is provided. This ensures that insurance billing will not be rejected due to an invalid/missing CLIA number. (Story #12465)

· Defect Fix- An issue has been corrected where the CMS 5010 Billing File Processor was incorrectly adding claim charge totals for the CLM02 segment. (Bug #13863)

· Defect Fix- An issue has been corrected where FMNP Amounts were not being calculated for FMNP already issued in 2012. (Bug #14103)

· Defect Fix- An issue has been corrected to ensure Bell County 313007 still shows under Cumberland Valley District in CDP Report Viewer. Bell County 007007 will also show in the CDP Report Viewer. (Bug #14066) 

· Enhancement- The 7 and 30 Day reports and labels have been modified to run at the clinic level so that clinics can retain accurate information.  (Story #14703)

· Feature Addition- Previously, WIC Priority was not being correctly handled by the system.  A feature has been added so that WIC Priority is now stored on the certification record in the database for later retrieval so that screens and reports will eventually reflect accurate history. (Story #13885)

· Feature Addition- A feature has been added to the system so that clinic users can edit certifications for patients who qualify by income. This will allow the users to complete issuance when appropriate. (Story #13553)

· Enhancement-The system has been modified to handle infant to child transfers (ICT) accurately so that food packages will be assigned correctly and all benefits will be shown on the participation report. (Story #13038)

· Defect Fix- An issue has been corrected where the system was returning incorrect food packages when the Established Issue Date was before a patient’s birthdate during an ICT. (Bug # 15509)

· Enhancement – Modifications have been made to security so that only KY Help Desk users can delete certifications.  The delete button will not be displayed for other users. If a certification has already been completed on the same day, the following warning message will be displayed, “A certification already exists for this certification date.” (Story #13027)


Story # - A number used by the CDP development team and other staff that is associated with specific CMS sprint development tasks.

Etool # - The issue number that is assigned to an item when it is entered in Elementool, the software used by the KY WIC and CDP Help Desks to record user calls/issues.
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
