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Sporadic: Small numbers of laboratory-confirmed influenza cases or a single laboratory-
confirmed influenza outbreak has been reported, but there is no increase in cases of ILI.

*Confirmed: Laboratory confirmed influenza cases are determined using the following
test methods: RT-PCR, nucleic acid detection or viral culture. Laboratory-confirmed
cases are reportable in Kentucky. (Please note that positive results using rapid influenza
antigen tests are not included in this report).

Influenza-like lliness (ILI) Case Definition: Fever (> 100°F [37.8°C], oral or equivalent,
PLUS Cough -OR- Fever (= 100°F [37.8°C], oral or equivalent, PLUS Sore Throat -OR-
Fever (> 100°F [37.8°C], oral or equivalent, PLUS Cough and Sore Throat (in the absence
of a known cause other than influenza).
