Resulting from the Passage of HB 765 in the 2008 legislative session.

On behalf of local health departments across Kentucky, the Kentucky Department for Public Health (DPH) hereby request the Kentucky State Police (KSP) and local law enforcement, to post methamphetamine contamination notice signs on entry doors of contaminated inhabitable dwellings as outlined in HB 765 in the 2008 general session and in KRS 224, for those properties that assess at Tier 1 or above on the Kentucky Division of Waste Management, Clandestine Drug Lab Preliminary Assessment Form.  In efforts to protect the public’s health and by authority granted from KRS Chapter 211 and 212, the state and local health department extends our purview to the state police and local law enforcement to post these dwellings.  With the exception possibly of Louisville-Jefferson County, we are asking for this service to be enacted statewide.   Additionally, we continue to ask for law enforcement to notify the local health department with appropriate information when the notice is posted.
DPH shall provide the “posting” placard or stickers to KSP for dissemination to local law enforcement in needed.

DPH, KSP and EPPC may meet periodically to discuss and update the process and particulars of this multi agency methamphetamine program.  The three agencies may need to be represented at appeal hearings if such are requested.
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
