GENETIC SERVICES
 

Genetic services are available throughout Kentucky, by an arrangement between the Division of Adult and Child Health Improvement (ACHI), the University of Kentucky, and the University of Louisville.  Patients can be referred to either of the universities or to the outreach clinic network, a group of LHD that host genetic clinics staffed by a team of professionals, including a physician who specializes in genetics and a genetics counselor from one of the universities.  This team manages all services provided in the genetic clinics.  LHDs may schedule a genetic service by contacting the Genetics Coordinator at one of the outreach clinic sites or one of the university sites listed in this section.

The genetic clinics are designed to provide services for any patient regardless of income.  Fees are assessed to patients based on cost of the service and the family’s income using the federal poverty guidelines.  Fees are billed and collected by the university genetics team.  Persons whose family is at or below 100% of poverty are not charged.

 

Genetic services may be arranged for the following reasons:

· Known or suspected hereditary disease in a patient or family

· History of infertility, repeated miscarriages (three or more), or stillbirths

· Birth of child with genetic disease or birth defect

· Women pregnant or considering pregnancy who are >35 years old

· Individual from an ethnic group with increased risk for specific diseases

· Exposure to a teratogen during pregnancy

· Couples biologically related (consanguineous)

· Abnormality identified on screening test or prenatal diagnostic study

· Unexplained developmental delay or mental retardation

· Pre-adoption counseling

 

Responsibilities of LHD who host genetic out-reach clinics include:

· Receive referrals for genetic services

· Communicate with university genetics teams to schedule clinics and patients

· Act as liaison between families and team during clinics

· Assist team in clinic flow, room preparation

· Provide follow-up or rescheduling for services as appropriate
