DEVELOPMENTAL EVALUATION SERVICES FOR CHILDREN BIRTH THROUGH 15

Definition:
Developmental evaluation services provide multidisciplinary comprehensive developmental evaluation to children suspected to have a delay or have a medical condition that could result in a developmental delay.  Developmental Evaluations measure the development in the areas of cognition, communication, physical development (including vision and hearing), social and emotional development, and adaptive skills.

Some examples of developmental disorders and potentially disabling conditions include, but are not limited to:

· Speech and Language Delay

· Attention Deficit Hyperactivity Disorder

· Autism

· Cerebral Palsy

· Cognitive Delay

· Hypotonia

· Microcephaly

· Metabolic Disorders

· Mental Retardation

· Genetic Syndromes

Eligibility Criteria:

Children, birth through age 15, suspected of having a developmental delay or a disabling conditions that is known to cause a delay.

Referral Process:

· For children ages birth through two (2), suspected of having a developmental delay or disabling condition:

1. Make a referral to First Steps at the Department for Public Health through the local Point of Entry offices within two (2) working days of identifying a child with an established risk condition or suspected developmental delay.  

2. Call either 1-800-442-0087 or 1-800-232-1160 for the local Point of Entry office.  

3. With parental permission, the following information should be provided with referral:

· Child’s name, gender, and birth date

· Name, address, and phone number of child’s parents or caretaker

· Reason for referral, including medical diagnosis or specific area of developmental delay

· Information such as directions to home, best times to contact the family, etc.

· After obtaining a release from parent or caretaker, send the following records to the Regional Point of Entry Service Coordinator:

· Most recent complete history and physical, including neurological assessment (within 3 months for infants, within 6 months for toddler (12–36 month old)

· Portions of the medical record that substantiate the medical diagnosis or need for evaluation

· Results of any Developmental Screens

· Prenatal and birth history

· Hearing and vision screening results 

4.  Document that the referral was made and request a report on the findings of the evaluation.

· For children ages three (3) through fifteen (15), suspected of having a developmental delay or disabling condition:

1.  Call the Developmental Clinic Coordinator (see below) to determine appropriateness of referral.

2.   With parental permission, the following information should be provided with referral:

· Child’s name, gender, and birth date

· Name, address, and phone number of child’s parents or caretaker

· Reason for referral, including medical diagnosis or specific area of developmental delay

· After obtaining a release from parent or caretaker, send the following records to the Clinic Coordinator:

· Most recent complete history and physical 

· Portions of the medical record that substantiate the medical diagnosis or need for evaluation

· Results of any Developmental Screens

· Prenatal and birth history

· Hearing and vision screening results 

3.   Document that the referral was made and request a report on the findings of the evaluation.
