CERTIFICATE OF NEED HEARINGS 
For purposes of maintaining social distancing under the CDC guidelines and to promote the health and well-being of the general public by reducing the community spread of disease, the Administrative Hearings Branch (AHB) suspended all in-person hearings after Governor Beshear’s March 6th declaration of a State of Emergency in response to COVID-19. No in-person hearings are currently being held, however, AHB has resumed some types of hearings which are being held remotely. Certificate of need hearings have not yet resumed, but AHB is working on the logistics to resume all hearings and to address the backlog of CON and other hearings.  If you have a CON hearing pending, you will be notified directly when certificate of need public hearings will resume, as well as the date, time, and location of your hearing.
CANCELLATION OF IN-PERSON GOVERNMENT SERVICES TO THE PUBLIC

For purposes of maintaining social distancing under the CDC guidelines and to promote the health and well-being of the general public to reduce the community spread of disease, and as a follow-up to prior protocols ordering government agencies to reduce staffing and Governor Beshear's Executive Order 2020-215, declaring a State of Emergency in response to 2019 Novel Coronavirus (COVID-19), and pursuant to KRS Chapter 39A, and to ensure that persons and groups disperse from the scene of the emergency, and to promote and secure the safety and protection of the civilian population, please be advised of the following:
All Kentucky Cabinets are required to cease providing in-person government services to the public beginning at 5:00 p.m. on March 17, 2020, with limited exceptions. The Division of Certificate of Need will be staffed to answer phone calls and receive filings that are submitted via mail, fax or email.  No in-person filings will be permitted. All filings must be received in the office by close of business (4:30 p.m. EST) on the due date.
