Family Violence

Family violence includes any act of violence against a member of the
family, including but not limited to intimate partner violenceor
physical abuse. A selection under this category is not required for all
CPS assessment types.

Directly Contributed

Concerns related to family violence were present in the current
incident and directly contributed to the maltreatment.

Indirectly Contributed

Concerns related to family violence were present in the current
incident and indirectly contributed to the maltreatment.

Was a Risk Factor

Concerns related to family violence were present in the past, but not
within the current incident.

Not Applicable

Concerns related to family violence were not present

Substance Abuse

Substance abuse includes the misuse of a substance, whether legal
or illegal. A selection under this category is not required for all CPS
assessment types.

Directly Contributed

Concerns related to substance abuse were present in the current
incident and directly contributed to the maltreatment.

Indirectly Contributed

Concerns related to substance abuse were present in the current
incident and indirectly contributed to the maltreatment.

Was a Risk Factor

Concerns related to substance abuse were present in the past, but
not within the current incident.

Mental Health

Mental health includes diagnoses or indicators of mental health
concerns within the family. A selection under this category is not
required for all CPS assessment types.

Concerns related to mental health were present in the current
incident and indirectly contributed to the maltreatment.

This number includes the number of individual children within
reports/intakes with a CPS intake type, designated as Meets
Acceptance Criteria, a CPS program/subprogram, and a finding of
Substantiated and Services Needed.

Age

Infant

This number includes the number of children within reports/intakes
with a CPS intake type, designated as Meets Acceptance Criteria, a
CPS program/subprogram, and a finding of Substantiated and
Services Needed under the age of 1.

1 through 5 Years

This number includes the number of children within reports/intakes
with a CPS intake type, designated as Meets Acceptance Criteria, a
CPS program/subprogram, and a finding of Substantiated and
Services Needed between the ages of 1 and 5.9.

6 through 10 Years

This number includes the number of children within reports/intakes
with a CPS intake type, designated as Meets Acceptance Criteria, a
CPS program/subprogram, and a finding of Substantiated and
Services Needed between the ages of 6 and 10.9.

11 through 17 Years

This number includes the number of children within reports/intakes
with a CPS intake type, designated as Meets Acceptance Criteria, a
CPS program/subprogram, and a finding of Substantiated and
Services Needed between the ages of 11 and 17. 9.

Type of Maltreatment

Neglect

This number includes the number of children within reports/intakes
with a CPS intake type, designated as Meets Acceptance Criteria, a
CPS program/subprogram, and a finding of Substantiated and
Services Needed with one of the following maltreatment types:basic
neglect, food neglect, hygiene and clothing neglect, exploitation
neglect, or risk of harm neglect.

Environmental Neglect

This number includes the number of children within reports/intakes
with a CPS intake type, designated as Meets Acceptance Criteria, a
CPS program/subprogram, and a finding of Substantiated and
Services Needed with the maltreatment type environmental neglect.

Supervision Neglect

This number includes the number of children within reports/intakes
with a CPS intake type, designated as Meets Acceptance Criteria, a
CPS program/subprogram, and a finding of Substantiated and
Services Needed with the maltreatment type abandonment and
supervision neglect.

Medical Neglect

This number includes the number of children within reports/intakes
with a CPS intake type, designated as Meets Acceptance Criteria, a
CPS program/subprogram, and a finding of Substantiated and
Services Needed with the maltreatment type medical neglect.

Physical Abuse

This number includes the number of children within reports/intakes
with a CPS intake type, designated as Meets Acceptance Criteria, a
CPS program/subprogram, and a finding of Substantiated and
Services Needed with one of the following maltreatment types:
physical abuse or threat of physical abuse.

Sexual Abuse

This number includes the number of children within reports/intakes
with a CPS intake type, designated as Meets Acceptance Criteria, a
CPS program/subprogram, and a finding of Substantiated and
Services Needed with one of the following maltreatment types:
sexual abuse or threat of sexual abuse.




Emotional Injury

This number includes the number of children within reports/intakes
with a CPS intake type, designated as Meets Acceptance Criteria, a
CPS program/subprogram, and a finding of Substantiated and
Services Needed with one of the following maltreatment types:
emotional injury or threat of emotional injury.

Substance Affected Infant
Neglect

This number includes the number of children within
reports/intakes with a CPS intake type, designated as Meets
Acceptance Criteria, a CPS program/subprogram, and a finding of
Substantiated and Services Needed with the maltreatment type
substance affected infant neglect.

Educational Neglect

This number includes the number of children within reports/intakes
with a CPS intake type, designated as Meets Acceptance Criteria, a
CPS program/subprogram, and a finding of Substantiated and
Services Needed with the maltreatment type educational neglect.

Race

Caucasian Only

This number includes the number of children within reports/intakes
with a CPS intake type, designated as Meets Acceptance Criteria, a
CPS program/subprogram, and a finding of Substantiated and
Services Needed with a documented race of Caucasian only.

African American Only

This number includes the number of children within reports/intakes
with a CPS intake type, designated as Meets Acceptance Criteria, a
CPS program/subprogram, and a finding of Substantiated and
Services Needed with a documented race of African American only.

Other Race Only

This number includes the number of children within
reports/intakes with a CPS intake type, designated as Meets
Acceptance Criteria, a CPS program/subprogram, and a finding of
Substantiated and Services Needed with another single race
documented.

Two or More Races

This number includes the number of children within reports/intakes
with a CPS intake type, designated as Meets Acceptance Criteria, a
CPS program/subprogram, and a finding of Substantiated and
Services Needed with another single race documented.

Unknown/Unable to

This number includes the number of children within reports/intakes
with a CPS intake type, designated as Meets Acceptance Criteria, a
CPS program/subprogram, and a finding of Substantiated and

Determine Services Needed with a documented race of Unknown/Unable to
Determine.
This number includes the number of children within reports/intakes
Hispanic with a CPS intake type, designated as Meets Acceptance Criteria, a
