Frequently Asked Questions concerning the new changes for group basic 


nutrition and group Medical Nutrition Therapy



On October 31 and November 1, 2007, we provided two separate videoconferences to discuss the changes to the Nutrition Section of the Public Health Practice Reference in regard to group basic and group Medical Nutrition Therapy classes.  Attached is a summary of the answers to the questions from both days.  Also included in these questions are ones received through email correspondence since the airing of the videoconferences.
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Q. 1.   You just reported that the Supplemental Reporting Form must be used when 
reporting WIC group classes.  We also have to use the Patient Encounter 
Form 
(PEF) to report other services that day.  Can you have this changed so 
that we only have to use one form when in clinic?

A. 1.   The PEF is currently the required form to use when reporting clinic services.  The 
Supplemental Reporting Form is also the current required form to report the WIC 
group classes either for nutrition education or breastfeeding and nutrition education 
provided to a caregiver (when the client with the condition is not present for 
counseling).  We will work with Local Health Operations and Financial Management 
to see if services provided in the clinic can be reported only on one document, the 
PEF.  We will notify agencies if and when this change is accomplished.

Q. 2.   What are the reimbursement rates for the nutrition codes?
A. 2.   The Medicaid reimbursement rates are as follows:

Medicare reimbursement for 97802, 97803 and 97804 is reflective of the Medicaid rates.

Q. 3.   Please review the codes for nutrition services again.
A. 3.   The CPT codes are as follows:

99401 (Basic Nutrition, individual for 15 minutes)



99402 (Basic Nutrition, individual for 30 minutes)



99403 (Basic Nutrition, individual for 45 minutes)



99404 (Basic Nutrition, individual for 60 minutes)

97803 (MNT, individual, follow-up)


97804 (MNT, group, 30 minutes)


Medicare additions to codes:

  diagnosis, medical condition or treatment regimen, each unit = 15 minutes)

G0108 (Diabetes Self Management Training [DSMT], individual per 30 minutes)

G0109 (DSMT, group session 2 or more people, per 30 minutes)






The most commonly used ICD-9 codes will be provided as four separate pages at the end of this document.  Two pages of codes in alphabetical order and two pages in numerical order.

Q. 4.   Can the screening tests be performed twice in one year and reported to 
Medicare for people at risk for diabetes (with the appropriate number of risk 
factors)?
A. 4.
Two screenings may be performed in a calendar year as long as you have a                  

           referral and the screenings are more than 6 months apart.
Q. 5.   While you have provided the information to provide the classes in clinic, can 
we provide the classes in the community and charge or be reimbursed?

A. 5.   The current guidelines that are included in the Public Health Practice Reference 
(PHPR) only allow for group basic nutrition and group MNT classes to be 
conducted for reimbursement in the clinic setting.  These are the standards that 
monitors (from local health, Medicaid, nutrition, etc.) will use to determine if 
services are being provided appropriately.  Group basic nutrition and group MNT 
classes provided in 
the community must be different from those we are receiving 
reimbursement within the clinic.  We will look at the possibility of providing group 
classes for basic nutrition and MNT in the community but this will not be available 
(if they are made available) until at least July 2008.
Q. 6.   Can an appointment be provided to a client who has been seen for individual 
MNT to be seen for group MNT?

A. 6.   Yes a client can be provided nutrition services in many ways now with the new 
coding and reimbursement.  Remember that all Medicare clients must have a 
referral for services.  We are recommending a referral for each service and each 
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visit but you may design a form to capture this referral information for one calendar 
year for individual MNT nutrition and one referral for group nutrition.

Q. 7.   Can MNT and DSMT be provided to Medicare patients on the same day?

A. 7.   Medicare will not reimburse for MNT and DSMT that has been provided on the 
same day.  It is recommended to provide these services on different days.

Q. 8.   What is the definition of “initial visit” for MNT CPT code of 97802?
A. 8.   Initial visit for the CPT code of 97802 is “the client has not received MNT services in 
the last three years”.

Q. 9.   You have mentioned that 805 money may be used to cover the provision of 
some of the services.  We do not get that much money.  Can you explain?

A. 9.   The money provided in an allocation to each agency is based upon population so 
that the money is distributed in an equal manner.  The money is mainly used to 
support community nutrition activities but could be used to cover MNT clinic 
services that are not reimbursed.  While 805 is one of the reimbursement sources it 
is usually the last source used.

Q. 10.
When we are providing a group class, I am usually covering more than one 
topic as listed in the MNT approved group classes.  What do I do now?

A. 10.
Group classes for MNT use the code 97804 which represents a 30 minute unit.  If 
you provide a combined class of two topics, then the 97804 would be coded with 
the total number of units reported as 2.
  

Q. 11.
You mentioned that the MNT form (or a form) should be used for the initial 
visit.  Can we use the form for the follow-up visit also?

A. 11.
Yes a form (optional or required forms from PHPR or locally developed form) may 
be used for the follow-up visit.  The most important factor is that documentation 
must support the level of the code used.

Q. 12.
When using the Supplemental Reporting Form to report the nutrition 
provided to a caregiver (when the client is not present), do we use the Social 
Security number of the caregiver or spouse?

A. 12.
Use the SSN of the caregiver and document either in the caregiver’s medical 
record or the person with the disease for whom the counseling was provided.
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Q. 13.
We see a lot of client who have Medicare but we are seeing them for weight 
loss.  How do we code the service?

A. 13.
The service would be coded the same as an individual service or a group class 
service (whichever has been provided) but it will not be reimbursed by Medicare.  
The only diseases that are currently covered by Medicare are diabetes (Type 1 and 
Type 2), Gestational Diabetes and Renal Disease.

Q. 14.
Can a referral be combined on one form?

A. 14.
Yes the referrals can be combined on one form but should be very clear as to who 
has been referred, the specific service to be provided and the number of hours 
expected for the service.  The Department for Public Health is recommending that 
the referrals be separate and this will be clear to monitors what services are 
covered.

Q. 15.
We have reported MNT services for a Medicare patient under a doctor 
National Provider Identification (NPI) number and these were rejected.  What 
do we need to do?

A. 15.
It is recommended that the services be resubmitted or contact Angie Howard at 
AngelaK.Howard@ky.gov before you resubmit.
Q. 16.
When is the implementation date for these new group codes?

A. 16.
An implementation date was not provided with these training materials.  The 
numbers are in the system but have been blocked for usage until guidelines were 
available for the local agencies.  The request will be submitted to unblock the new 
codes and they should be able to be coded by the time this information is received.
Q. 17.
We do not have a conference room to provide a group class in our clinic.  
What are we to do since group nutrition services are to be provided in a clinic 
setting?
A. 17.
We have not stated that a class must be provided in a conference room or that it 
must be large in size.  Medicare has stated that a group class must be 2 or more 
people.  A clinic room may be a option as a site to hold  a small group class.
Q. 18.
In the presentation you stated that nutritionists, RD, CN or D-9 nutritionist 
may deliver over-the-counter prenatal vitamins, folic acid and other 
multivitamins and dietary supplements.  We do not have a nutritionist on 
staff, so who can provide?
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 A. 18. The guidelines for other staff are provided in the PHPR and are still in effect.  The 
discussion about nutritionists, RD, CN and D-9 nutritionist in regard to over-the 
counter vitamins, multivitamins and dietary supplements is new to the Nutrition 
Section of the PHPR.
Q. 19.
Is transportation to the clinic for group basic nutrition or MNT nutrition 
covered by Medicaid?
A. 19.
Per Medicaid: “If the client is traveling to a Medicaid covered service, transportation 
to and from the service would qualify for coverage”.  
Q. 20.
Can Kentucky insurance be billed for nutrition services?

A. 20. We are billing Humana Commonwealth and CHA Health for services provided in 
clinic.  If you have an agreement with other insurance, then you can submit to see if 
the service is reimbursed.

Q. 21.
We have school clinics in our agency.  Do these clinics meet the definition of 
“in the clinic” for group basic nutrition and group MNT classes?

A. 21.
Yes the school clinics count as “in the clinic” or offsite clinics and a PEF would have 
to be completed on each client.  We also bill Humana Commonwealth and CHA 
Health from these school clinics but do not charge a co-pay to the patients between 
age 3 and 21. In the case of Medicaid clients, the Department bills Medicaid directly 
and not the patient.
For those agencies that are part of Passport, my understanding of coverage in these agencies is that what is offered to Preventative Medicaid clients must be offered to Passport clients.  However, reimbursement rates are unknown.  Agencies who receive Passport would still receive Medicare reimbursement.
